Article 4 International Poomsae Referee Seminar

The International Poomsae Referee Seminar shall be conducted only by the WT, and the outline of the seminar is as follows:

1 Qualification for application

1.1 Holder of WT 4t Dan or higher / Kukkiwon 4t Dan or higher

1.2 Recommended by the pertinent member national association to which the applicant belongs.

1.3 The one of 21 years or older (The age is calculated based on the year when the International Referee Seminar
is held.)

14  The one who is able to communicate in spoken and written English

1.5 The WT may limit the number of applicants of International Referee Seminar to balanced fostering of
international referees between regions.

1.6 The WT shall waive attendance fee of participants from least developed countries, the list of which is set by
the United Nations. This is to seek for balanced fostering of international referees between regions. The list of
least developed countries shall be renewed annually in accordance with that of the United Nations.

1.7 Holder of Global Official License (‘GOL’).

1.8 Applicant who have successfully completed prescribed online course is eligible to attend International
Poomsae Referee Seminar.

2 General Information
2.1 Attendance fee: Prescribed amount of attendance fee shall be paid by the applicant. However, discount or
exemption of attendance fee may be given to attendants from countries included in the list of ,Least Developed
Countries” designated by the United Nations. WT shall check and renew the list of these countries every year
in early January.
2.2 Round trip airfare and accommodation charges of room and board shall be borne by the participant.

3 Examination
The WT shall conduct a prescribed examination at each International Poomsae Referee Seminar and attendants
should get an average point of at least 75 out of 100 points to pass the examination. Each Test will have a maximum
of 100 points. The points from each test will be combined according to the following weighting; Written (40%), Scoring
(40%), and Practical (20%). Notwithstanding the above, if one of the test score is lower than 40%, the attendants will
receive fail to achieve the International Poomsae Referee certificate, even if the average point is 75 or above. A written
notice on the results of the examination shall be sent to the national association concerned.

4 Re-examination
The one who attended the international Referee Seminar but failed the examination shall be allowed to participate in
any other international Referee Seminars without application process and payment of attendance fee but only one
time until the end of following year from the date he/she was informed of the failure notice of the first attendance.

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Article 5 Activation

Those who passed the examination at the International Referee Seminar shall be automatically registered with the WT as
International Referees and they shall not need to pay registration fee. They shall submit the Statement of Pledge to the WT

for activation. Within one month of receipt of the Statement of Pledge, the WT shall send IR certificates, membership cards,
and information on IR uniform to International Referees.

International Referees are classified into five categories of S, 1t, 2nd, 3rd Class.

1 3rd class is granted to applicants holding World Taekwondo Federation 4th Dan or higher or Kukkiwon 4th Dan or
higher certificates, and who have passed the examination at the International Poomsae Referee Seminar..
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Article 8  Promotion

1 Administration

The WT shall screen the eligible International Referees to be promoted once a year in early January according to the
requirements for promotion in Article 8.2. The result shall be notified to each promoted International Referee in writing.

2 Requirements for promotion
Only International Referees who have paid up the prescribed annual fees up to the previous year shall be eligible for
screening for promotion in January every year.

2.1 Requirements for promotion to S class
- Passage of 10 years or more after promotion to 1 class
- Minimum 10 times International Referee credit after promotion to the 1 class: International Referee credit
means refereeing at official competitions of the WT or participation in International Referee Refresher Course
conducted by the WT.

2.2 Requirements for promotion to 1 class
- Passage of 5 years or more after promotion to 2 class
- Minimum 8 times International Referee credit after promotion to the 2 class: International Referee credit
means refereeing at official competitions of the WT or participation in International Referee Refresher Course
conducted by the WT.

2.3 Requirements for promotion to 2 class
- Passage of 3 years or more after promotion to 3 class
- Minimum 5 times International Referee credit after promotion to the 3 class: International Referee credit
means refereeing at official competitions of the WT or participation in International Referee Refresher Course
conducted by the WT.
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Article 9 International Poomsae Referee Refresher Course

1 WT conducts the International Poomsae Referee Refresher Course when the WT Poomsae Competition rules and WT
Para Taekwondo Poomsae Competition Rules are revised. The official teaching language shall be only English but
local language may be supplemented to help understanding of the referees. An International Poomsae Referee who
failed the examination shall not be nominated as referees for WT Promoted Championships.

2 The International Poomsae Referee Refresher Course is considered as International Poomsae Referee experience.
3 Issuance of graduation diploma

- Adigital graduation diplomas shall be issued to those who have attended the International Poomsae Referee
Refresher Course through GMS.
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Article 10  Selection and Assignment

1 Selection and assignment of International Poomsae Referees for the events promoted by the WT shall be done by the
World Taekwondo.

2 Forthe Continental Poomsae Championships, Para Taeckwondo Poomsae Championships and other international
events sanctioned by WT, pertinent continental unions and hosting national associations are entitled to select the
required number of International Poomsae Referees who are eligible to participate in the competitions by completing
the International Referee Refresher Course on the latest amendment of the WT Poomsae Competition Rules that
directly affects the competition. In this event, pertinent continental unions and hosting national associations shall
inform WT of the selected referees for prior approval no later than one month before the event.

3 WT shall inform Continental Unions and Member National Associations of the International Poomsae Referees
residing in the pertinent continent and country upon request.

4. International Poomsae Referees for all official competitions of the World Taekwondo should be the ones who attended
and received the graduation diploma at the International Referee Refresher Course on the latest amendment of the
WT Poomsae Competition Rules that directly affects the competitions and the one whose qualification has not been
suspended in accordance with Article 12.
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Article11  Annual Fee

1 The annual fee shall be paid by the end of December every year.

2 The prescribed annual fees are as follows:
- The other classes except S and H class: US$50.( S and H class : None)

3 The annual fees for the year of International Referee Seminar shall be exempted.
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Article 12  Validity and suspension of qualification

1 International Referee card shall be issued to the International Referees at the time of activation and reissued at the
time of promotion

2 Suspension of qualification shall follow the procedure of Article 14. and it is notified to the pertinent person and the
National Association.

3 The term of suspension shall not be considered as IR career.

4 The one whose qualification has been suspended in accordance with the Article 12.2. automatically shall be granted
the restoration of qualification after finishing the term of suspension.

The International Poomsae Referee shall abide by all the rules of WT and with pride and dignity.

International Poomsae Referees are required to be knowledgeable of the WT Competition Rules and the guiding
principles concerned and International Referee should be attended and received the graduation diploma at the
International Referee Refresher Course on the latest amendment of the WT Poomsae Competition that directly
affects the competition.

The International Poomsae Referees shall officiate taekwondo events with impartiality.

The International Poomsae Referees shall wear the uniforms designated by the WT before officiating at the
events.

The International Poomsae Referees shall make every effort to ensure that there will be no unnecessary delay of
a match as a result of his or her officiating.

An International Poomsae Referee shall inform both the pertinent national association and WT of any change of
his/her contact information including the address, contact information, etc. Any disadvantages as a result of lack of
contact shall be the sole responsibility of the respective International Poomsae Referee.

6.1. It should be clarified that an IR when moving to a new country should inform WT of the move as well as
the MNA of the country they leave and the MNA in the new country of their residence.

6.2. IR who have changed a country, such as Article 13.6.1, should be submitted an official recommendation
letter with signature of the president of the pertinent National Association to the WT to change the
country. In addition, a residence certificate should be submitted as well.

International Poomsae Referees who have been selected to officiate at any official event of WT must participate in
the event unless there is prior notice of a justifiable reason for absence. International Poomsae Referees are
required to attend the referees” meeting and training before the start of the competition.

The International Poomsae Referees shall pay their own annual fees.
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Article 14  Disciplinary measures

1 In case an International Poomsae Referee has committed any of the following misbehavior, he or she shall be
subjected to disciplinary sanctions, as prescribed in the WT Rules.

1.1 Fabrication of judgment
If it is found that an International Poomsae Referee had intentionally fabricated his or her judgment at any
international taekwondo event promoted or approved by the WT, the qualification of the pertinent International
Poomsae Referee shall be deprived. Even if it is proven that the misjudgment has been committed not by
intent, the International Poomsae Referee may still be subject to disciplinary measures.

1.2 Receiving money or valuables
In cases whereby an International Poomsae Referee is found to have committed any behavior that brings
about disgrace to the WT, such as receiving money or any other mischief in connection with a judgment, the
pertinent International Poomsae Referee shall be disciplined by deprivation of qualification or through other
forms of disciplinary measures.

1.3 Violation
International Poomsae Referees will be subjected to disciplinary sanctions stated in Article 12 of the
International Poomsae Referee Regulations in cases whereby International Poomsae Referees violate the
duties as prescribed in Article 13. However, the duties to participation in the International Referee Refresher
Course and to pay annual fees shall follow Article 9 and Article 11, respectively.

2 The WT shall notify the concerned International Poomsae Referee and national association with regard to its decision
on the necessary disciplinary measures on the International Poomsae Referee.
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Article 15  Honorary International Poomsae Referee

Any International Referee may request for nomination of Honorary International Referee.

1 Requirements
- International Referee of 3rd class or higher
- Passage of five (5) years or more since the obtainment of the International Referee qualification

2 Qualification as an International Referee is maintained, but the Honorary International Referees are excluded from the
nomination to officiate at the international Taekwondo events promoted or recognized by the WT and can not be a new
International Poomsae Referee by applying for the International Poomsae Referee seminar again.
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Article 16  Effectiveness

1 Allthe existing International Referee Before the effective date of these regulations shall be considered to be
recognized by these regulations.
